5. Select the week to view  

6. Select Make or view bookings . You will 

then be presented with a booking screen 

7. Make the required bookings  

8. A summary will be displayed at the bottom of the page with any previous unpaid bookings shown in red  

9. Review the booking summary, and select Confirm booking.  

10. Any credit in your Parent Account will be used to pay for the meals. Any remaining cost can be paid by card or Visa
